Proper mulching can be followed to conserve soil
moisture.

The paddy fields were rain is received,virippu paddy (Rainfed) can be
started. Transplant seedlings at 4 to 5 leaf stage. The root of seedlings can
be soaked for 30 minutes in a solution of Pseudomonas culture @10g per
one litre of water for one kg of seeds. As a prophylactic neasure to control
sheath blight, sheath rot, leaf spot disease etc. Rainfed cultivatiom can be
done in areas that do not receive summer rains.

There is a chance of sigatoka disease in banana. As a prophylactic

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Nutmeg Leaf fall As a precautionary measure to manage leaf fall in nutmeg, spray 1%

Bordeaux mixture.
Animal Husbandry:- Take precautions to avoid ecto parasitic infestation. Care should be taken to prevent rat
breeding in the premises of cattle shed to prevent leptospirosis. (CAADECCS, KVASU, Mannuthy).
